Audible Typewriter 3.0





At last... the program many have been wait for... The Multimedia version of Audible Typewriter.  It will make audible key clicks as you type under Windows, making it sound exactly as if you’re working on one of them “old-fashioned” manual typewriters.  





To Install:


*	Copy the program files (TYPEWRTE32.EXE and TYPEWRIT32.DLL) to any convenient subdirectory on your hard disk (but put them both in the same directory)


*	If you’d like, add TYPEWRTE32.EXE to one of your TaskBar menus.





To Run:


*	Double click on TYPEWRTE32.EXE from Explorer, or,


*	Select it from the TaskBar menu.


*	An icon with the title “Audio TypeWriter” will be sitting on TaskBar tray -- You can ignore that for now.


*	Run a program that allows you to type a lot, such as “WordPad”


*	Type away  (And pretend you’re at a busy newspaper city desk!)





When you are tired of it:


*	Click once on that icon at the bottom of the screen.  From the menu, choose “Close”.


	


The original version of this program was written prior to the release of Windows 3.1, (In August of 1990 to be exact)  and only worked for the internal speaker and sound boards from Covox of Eugene, Oregon, but no other boards.  When used with Windows 3.1, it didn’t work at all.   (Hint for Windows programmers:  When the docs say that something must be in a DLL, trust them.)  And after some procrastination, (i.e., three years worth), I’ve finally rewritten it to use the Multimedia extensions included with Windows 3.1, so everyone with any sound board can use it. 


Of course, Windows 3.1 is now rather passé, so I've bypassed version 2.0, and went right to version 3.0 (the Windows 95 / 32-bit edition) 





It gives three separate sounds: one for the return key, one the  space bar and other cursor movement, and one for all the other keys.  Depending on the sound hardware you are using,  the sound (and with it, the display) may or may not keep up with your actual typing.  SoundBlasters seem to keep pace, while using the internal speaker will cause to it fall behind.
